he gospel narrative in John 15:1-8 is a continuation of the farewell
discourse of Jesus. He is intensely preparing his beloved disciples for

his imminent departure. In tender words, Jesus tells them to ‘remain in
him’, giving an allegory of a vine and its branches. Jesus, the Vine, is
himself attached to the Vinedresser, His Father. He says the branches will
not survive if they are cut off from the vine. However, in order to bear
more fruits, every branch needs to be pruned. The Vinedresser at his
discretion will prune the branches accordingly.
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
